Leaders work closely with Michaela in areas of hospitality, prayer, small group facilitation, reflection, and
sharing of ideas.

*Confirmation Ministry (6 students) —

Tuesday Nights from 6:30-8:30pm

Leaders assist Michaela in setting up the rooms for Confirmandi and their parents, help to facilitate prayer,
small group activities, reflections, hospitality, and in any other way possible. 2 leaders will commit to
session 1 (mid-Sept — mid-Oct), 2 leaders will commit to session 2 (mid-Oct — mid-Nov), 2 leaders will
commit to session 3 (beginning of Dec — end of Jan)

*Service Ministry— Coalition for the Homeless —

2" Wednesday of every month - 3-8pm

Leaders aide Michaela in set-up for sandwich making, help facilitate the sandwich making process and
participate in discussions/prayer focusing on issues of homelessness and in turn, encourage your peers to be
excited about sharing themselves and serving.
